Ever wonder how you can be riveted by a cheap novel or mindless TV
show for hours, but spend no more than a few minutes in prayer before your
mind wanders?

Believe it or not, distractions can be useful in enriching prayer life. Our
minds wander to those things that are really important to us. We might aswell
admit to them and make them a part of our prayer.

For example, if your mind wanders while praying, bring it back to the point
of your prayer ... “Lord, thank you for the beautiful gift of my home and its
comfort. Of course, I better clean out the gutters or the roof will leak all over
the furniture. That would be bad, even if the furniture isn’t as nice as my
neighbor’s. They have so much money. But forgive me Lord for feeling envy,
and help me to be grateful for what I have. Also help me to show my neigh-
bors the love of Christ, the only possession worth having.” And so on.

The idea is to acknowledge the distraction and ask God’s help in overcom-
ing its source. Then use it as a tool to get back on track.

Think of prayer as a conversation between two people who love each other.
So there is no one right way to pray. As in any loving relationship, it is most
rewarding when you talk to your loved one as often as possible. Pope John
Paul II said, “Pray any way you like, so long as you do pray.” God is always
ready to listen.

Remember, prayer is not a rigid routine we have to get right. It’s a conver-
sation with someone we love who loves us back.

LIVING THE EUCHARIST =

“What the early Christians thus did at the altar of God, in the
central act of Christian worship, they also lived out in their daily
lives. They understood fully that the commen action of worship
was to be the inspiration of all of their actions.

They knes well that their common giving of themselves

o Gosd and to the brethren of Chst was in fact a selemn
promise made 1o Ged that they would live their lives in this
same love of God and of God's children, their brethren in
Chirist, throughout all the day. Unless they did thag, their
action before God's altar would be at best lip-senvice, a lie
before God™ [Onite Frares, Vol, XIV, February 1940, p. 156}

Thus wrote Dom Virgil Michel, 058, one of the pioneers
of the Liturgical Movement in the United States. His reflec-
tions on the litwrgy—ils orgins and present meaning—
emphasized the Mystical Body of Chirist, which is a way

to diehme and understand the Church. The unity of the
Myvstical Body, he believed, calls all Catholics wo the practice
of justice. The poor and the oppressed are net in some
different category of persons, but are part of that same
Body of Chirist that the privibeged and prosperous shane
The Mystical Body of Christ, experienced in the liturgy,
made justice and respect for the human person imperative
for the faithiul. Engagement with the liturgy, he taoght, s
the necessary path to transformation, leading to a more
just and peaceful socicty.

Servant of God Dorothy Day was one of the noteworthy
people persuaded by Virgil Michel’s vision, Co-founder

of the Cathiolic Worker movement, Dhay had bong been
influenced by Benedictine spirituality, which prized praver
and work and unified them in the practices of daily life.
Under the influence of Virgil Michel, she grasped the

role of liturgy in building a just sediety, The Catholic

Worker movement, foinded i 1933, with its coffee lines,
hospitality houwses, and farm cooperatives, may scem a
surprising venue for liturgical piety, vet a strong alliance
formeed there. Catholic Worker houses in St Louis, Detroit,
Mew York, and maore, incorporated Scripture, the Divine
Office, and Eucharist into their daily rootine

THE CHURCH'S SOCIAL MISSIOM AND YOU

Beginning in the nineteenth century, with Pope Leo XIS
encvclical On Capitad and Labor, popes and bishops have
given vioice to the eaching of the Church on social mission
in the modern workd. The resulting body of teaching,

called Catholic social teaching has brought the light of the
Cospel into focus on the harsh and continuing problems

of modern life. Industrialization, urbanization, changes in
the means of production and the distribution of this world's
goods, as well as the hommors of moderm warfare, have
required a thoughtiul and disciplined response.

Catholic social teaching makes it clear that personal charity
alone is not sufficient 1o the task we must embrace 1o build
God's Kingdom as followers of Christ. The members of
Christ's Body must alse be committed 1o the transformation
of unjust structures of society, so that the common

good 15 fostered in all realms of life. All people share in

the responsibility for helping their neighbor attain the
necessities of life. As Catholics, we are also responsible for
arranging our commaon life so that it corresponds, as much
as possible, to Christ's teachings of mercy and love

It follows, therefore, that believers must work together

to promote the common good. Widespread problems
require the faith-filled response of individuals, but they also
require organized, communal efforts. Rarely can we find the
sirengih 1o tackle social problems alone—be they in our
neighborhood, workplace, family, or wider community, Yet,
as a community, we can truly become bread for others.

As individuals scarch their consdiences, and pay attention

o the needs around them, they are also called 1o band
topether 1o address these needs. Ar timees, we may puash aside
the issues of the day, because they seem complicated and
everwhelming, What gives us courage, however, is Eucharist,

What we find in the Eucharist is the strength of
connection—through our faith and through the life of
Christ, given to us in the sacrament. The Euchanst forifices
us for the work of brnging gospel values 10 the word in
which we live.

The Ewcharist gives us a rich witness, through sign and
symbol, of what it means w be the Church, the Mystical
Body of Christ, empowered for mission, As we gather at
one table, eat of one bread, and drink from a common
cup, our unity—our oneness in Chirist—is powerfully
symbolized.
